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The Relationship between Transformational Leadership among
Governmental Secondary School Principals and Achievement
Motivation among Teachers in Jordan

Abstract:

The study aimed at identifying the relationship between the practicing
degree of transformational leadership among public secondary school
principals in Jordan and the motivation for achievement among teachers.
The correlational descriptive methodology was used. The study sample
consisted of 154 teachers working in public secondary schools in Agaba
Governorate. The results indicated that the practicing degree of
transformational leadership among public secondary school principals was
high, and that the degree of motivation for achievement among teachers
was high too. The results also led to a direct correlation between the
practice of transformational leadership in schools and motivation of
achievement among teachers.
